ECB ACO Introduction to Umpiring Course

This Course runs during one evening and lasts for approximately 2.5 hours. It covers the essential Laws that anyone will need to get started in umpiring, and is particularly useful for those who might umpire occasionally, as parents at a colts' match, or perhaps while playing in a game themselves, or coaching. The Laws taught are not necessarily covered in full detail – that is done in Level 1 - but enough information is covered to enable the student to get out on to the field and umpire with enhanced confidence.

The Laws surrounding No Ball and LBW are always covered in the Introduction to Umpiring course, but remainder of the evening is tailored to suit the audience, and can include any or all of the topics listed in the attachment below, as time permits. When you receive confirmation of your group's application for this course, the tutors from the association you have selected will sort these details out with you.
