Winning the toss in the Surrey/ Berkshire Area Final of the National Village Cup Rowledge got off to to an aggressive start with Clapham 
being particularly severe on the Purley on Thames opening attack of D. Chatwin and N. Holman.  Clapham (29) was dismissed in the sixth 
over with the score at 43.  Dickinson (11) soon followed bringing captain D. Lloyd to the crease to join C. Yates Jnr.  Both Rowledge batsman 
have found consistant form this season difficult to find, however on a fine day the pair began to find their form and at the twenty over stage 
Rowledge were 124 for two.  The innings gradually built in pace with Lloyd being particularly severe on the bowling in tha last ten ovrs. 
The third wicket partnership of 214 was broken when Loyd was bowled by Reber for 94.  C. Yates Jnr held the innings together with a fine 107 
not out and looked to be returning to form.  Purley had fielded well and pace bowler Holman had impressed with his 1-53 testing with his 
pace and bounce. 
Purley on Thames innings got off to a bad start when they lost their high scoring opening batsman Allen, to a fine diving caught and bowled 
by Forbes in the third over.  Purley struggled to get up with the scoring rate against both Forbes and Dickinson who when both had 
completed their allotted overs the score was at 58 after eighteen overs.   Kanath (42) tried to keep the middle order together and after 
departing in the 22nd over it was left to the Purley captain, Reber (62) to take the Purley sore to 183.  All ten wickets were shared by the 
Rowldge bowlers with Forbes 1 for 27 and Dickinson 2 for 29 being the pick.
